Madison Medical Center has a proposal on the November 8 th  ballot to eliminate the existing 

hospital property tax levy in 2012 and replace it with funding from a ½ cent sales tax.  This will 

lower your property tax bill if passed.  The sales tax will be for all of Madison County and is 

driven off of retail sales.  Currently, the property tax levy for the facility is only paid by prop-

erty owners.  A sales tax will be paid by any individual making a purchase in the county, re-

gardless of whether or not that person is a resident of Madison County.  
 

This issue must be approved by the voters of Madison County to become effective.  If passed by 

the voters, it will give your local hospital improved funding which will allow us to continue to 

serve residentsõ healthcare needs locally.  Funding from the sales tax if approved will also be 

used to upgrade capital equipment and to renovate the part of the hospital building at 611 West 

Main that was originally constructed in 1961.  Two projects on the horizon for the hospital that 

need funding from this tax issue are the renovation of the nursing home area and implementa-

tion of electronic health records.   The hospital currently provides about 275 jobs locally in our 

community.  
 

The only way small rural hospitals will survive is if they are supported by the local residents.  

Local voters will need to be heard if they want to maintain quality healthcare close to home.
