Madison Medical Center has a proposal on the November 8th ballot to eliminate the existing hospital
property tax levy in 2012 and replace it with funding from a % cent sales tax. This will lower your prop-
erty tax bill if passed. The sales tax will be for all of Madison County and is driven off of retail sales.
Currently, the property tax levy for the facility is only paid by property owners. A sales tax will be paid
by any individual making a purchase in the county, regardless of whether or not that person is a resi-
dent of Madison County.

This issue must be approved by the voters of Madison County to become effective. If passed by the vot-
ers, it will give your | ocal hospital i mproved fundi
healthcare needs locally. Funding from the sales tax if approved will also be used to upgrade capital
equipment and to renovate the part of the hospital building at 611 West Main that was originally con-
structed in 1961. Two projects on the horizon for the hospital that need funding from this tax issue are
the renovation of the nursing home area and implementation of electronic health records. The hospital
currently provides about 275 jobs locally in our community. The only way small rural hospitals will sur-
vive is if they are supported by the local residents. Local voters will need to be heard if they want to
maintain quality healthcare close to home. If you have any questions about the upcoming ballot, please
contact Lisa Twidwell at 573-783-3341. A great deal of effort on the part of the hospital board, Missouri
State Representative Shelley Keeney, Fredericktown City Council and the County Commissioners went
into this special legislation. It could not have been placed on the November ballot otherwise.
